	Applying: Can the student use a procedure in a given situation?  Use the information in a new way?

(execute, carrying out, implement, use, choose, demonstrate, dramatize, employ, illustrate, interpret, operate, schedule, sketch, solve, use, write)

	Analyzing: Can the student distinguish between the different parts?

(appraise, attribute, compare, contrast, criticize, deconstruct,  differentiate, discriminate, distinguish, focus, examine, experiment, organize, question, select, test)

How does...compare/contrast with...?  What evidence can you list for...?
	

	Evaluating: Can the student justify a stand or decision?

(appraise, argue, check, critique, defend, judge, monitor, select, support, test, value, evaluate)

	Creating: Can the student create new product or point of view?

(assemble, construct, create, design, develop, formulate, generate, plan, produce, write)
